PROMOTER’S CONDITIONS
1. The meet must will be run under Swim England and Swim England Rules of Swimming and these Promotor’s conditions. It is aimed at club swimmers in accordance with ASA Open meet licensing guidelines level 3.
2. Swimmers must be or have applied to be registered as Category 2 swimmers with the ASA prior to entry and may enter events in their own age groups. ASA categories will be checked.
3. Ages at Midnight 23rd June 2019. Awards will be made to the faster 6 finalists in each age (9/10 11 12 13 years). Awards can be collected poolside after results have been announced. (Swimmers entering the 10yrs and under must be 9yrs on 23rd June 2019.)  
4. The competition is in an 8 lane 25m pool with automatic officiating equipment,
5. 50m events will be run on a heats and finals basis. 
6. 200m will be swum on a heat declared winner (HDW) basis.
7.’Over the top starts’ will be used at the discretion of the referee. There is to be no climbing over the pads in the main pool.
8. No swimmer will have to register their intention to swim. Coaches/team managers have the responsibility of withdrawing a swimmer from an event, completion of a withdrawal slip should be handed in at the registration desk. Withdrawals MUST be handed in 45 minutes before the start of each session.
9. The Rotary Club of Lewisham Cup will be awarded to the best visiting club.
10.The promotor reserves the right to restrict entries to meet the allocated pool time on the grounds of health and safety. Entries will be accepted on a first come first served basis. Closing date for entries is Midnight 20th May 2019. Any entries not accepted will be refunded in full, no other monies will be refunded.  
11. Entry fee is £5.50 for 50m events and £6 for 200m events. Coaches passes will be £12.00 each with a maximum of 3 passes. This includes entry to poolside, lunch and a programme of events.
12. Only competing swimmers, officials and pass holders will be allowed poolside for health/safety and insurance reasons.
13. For the clubs entering 5 or more swimmers, electronic entries through Sports System will be required. Please contact the promoter for the appropriate electronic entry file. When entries are under 5 manual entries will be accepted. Please list boys/girls separately. Entry fees must be submitted with the club entry form. For clubs wishing to pay by BACS please contact the promotor.
14. Clubs entering who can bring officials, please complete the Official Request Form.
15. The Promotor or any authorised official has the right to ask any persons to leave the pool area.
16 Once the viewing gallery is full no further spectators will be able to enter the area. 
17. Coaches/Team managers are responsible for the safety and behaviour of their swimmers at all times. If you see anything dangerous please report to an official. 
18. Warm up – coaches must supervise swimmers during this period. Diving is not permitted during warm up except in designated sprint lanes,
19. It is the responsibility of competitors, coaches and clubs to ensure that all swimmers are competent to the standard of the ASA competitive start award. Competitors may start from the side or in the water.
20. Saxon Crown cannot take responsibility for the lost or stolen articles.
21. Swim meet entries and results will be managed on a computer. By submitting entries consent is thereby given as required under the Data Protection Act 1981, including submitted and recorded times, may be made public during the meet. By submitting and accepting entries to the meet consent is hereby given, as required by the Data Protection Act 1998, to the holding of personal information. The personal information supplied with your entry will be retained securely and will only be used for the legitimate purposes of running the event.  This data will be shared by form of results with Swim England (Rankings) and the clubs who have entered the meet. A full copy of the results will be published on the website after the meet.  Please be aware that links from our website may take you to external websites that are not covered by our policies.  Please ensure that you review their privacy policies before any data is submitted.  If any persons want to exercise their right to erasure or processing of their personal data, they will need to make a written request to the promoter. We will only hold competition data for 12 months after which it will be destroyed and erased from our systems.
22. Photography/Video is permitted. It must be in accordance with ASA Wavepower 2016-2019. These conditions also apply to swimmers on poolside.
23. A secondary strobe is not available.

25. Anything not covered in these conditions will be at the discretion of the promoter or referee.
